It has come to my attention that the PCSWA attorney, Mr. Sims, has proposed that green box

fees be added directly to county tax bills. Lstrongly oppose this proposal. This approach

represents a significant change from the way service fees have traditionally been collected.
There are substantive distinctions between regular bills and tax bills. If an individual falls
‘behind on a standard bill, enforcement options are limited. However, attaching a fee to
property taxes integrates it into the county’s tax collection system, which is more stringent.

Ifthe $260 green box fee is incorporated into the property tax, it becomes part of a
resident’s tax liability rather than a separate service charge. Potential implications include:
** Increased financial pressure on seniors and low-income families who are already
challenged by property taxes

** Possible escrow shortages for homeowners with mortgages, leading to higher mortgage
payments

** The risk of homeowners facing the requirement to pay large lump sums unexpectedly
** Trash fees becoming subject to tax delinquency penalties

** Additional risks related to penalties, interest, and collections stemming from unpaid
taxes
